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FROM THE CHAIRé 
 
ΨChange for the BetterΩ is how I would describe this year, our most successful to date. We 
were awarded a substantial number of grants and received an increase in donations, which 
has enabled us to reach out to more rural schools and communities of the Mukuni Chiefdom 
of Zambia.   
 
We have been asked many times, why after four years, are we still working in the same 
Chiefdom. The answer is simple, ōȅ ŘƻƛƴƎ ǘƘƛǎ ǿŜ Ŏŀƴ ΨƳŀƪŜ ŀ ŘƛŦŦŜǊŜƴŎŜΩΦ {ǇǊŜŀŘƛƴƎ 
ourselves too thinly on the ground would not have such a great impact. Concentrating on a 
specific area, providing the essentials in life ς safe, clean water, feeding programs, improved 
health and education facilities leads to sustainability. Once this is in place, we can look 
further afield and spread our ΨwingsΩ to a new Chiefdom. Funds permitting, we are hoping 
that this will happen in the forthcoming year, though our base will remain at Mukuni Village. 
 
 

         
 

 
All our projects have benefitted from these increased funds and many new ones have been 
introduced. Two additional bore holes have been put in place. Invaluable feeding programs 
at five more schools have commenced and each school has been given seeds to grow maize 
to supplement these programs. Vast amounts of stationery have been donated to six new 
schools in addition to the existing four we continually support. Bicycles have been 
purchased for pupils travelling long distances to school and donkeys have been offered to 
provide transport for disabled children. The classroom block and clinic at Katapazi, our 
biggest project this year, has been completed.

children being orphaned. As always we continually seek new sponsors and many have 
offered support after visiting Mukuni Village, just seven kilometers from the Victoria Falls. 
We have put a substantial amount of funding into our health projects; one of the most 
rewarding, yet humbling results, is to learn that all the babies on our under-fives feeding 
program have recently been tested free of HIV. Diseases such as HIV, TB and malaria are 
prevalent in the region; malaria is the biggest killer of man. 
 
Every forty seconds someone dies from malaria. 75% of deaths occur in children under the 
age of five in sub-Sahara Africa. The Butterfly Tree provides mosquito nets, malaria testing 
kits and educational workshops. This year to mark World Malaria Day we launched our own 
ŎƘŀǊƛǘȅ ǎƻƴƎΣ Ψ/ƘŀƴƎŜ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ .ŜǘǘŜǊΩ, to increase global awareness and raise funds for the 



fight against malaria. The song features three Zambian artists and a young woman from 
Mukuni, who has received sponsorship through The Butterfly Tree. I cannot stress enough 
how vital this program is. Our latest results have shown, that in areas of net distribution, no 
new cases of malaria have been reported, however many more areas need help. 
 
Once again we have been able to fund several successful operations and treatment for 
children and the elderly. Nine community houses have been built for widows with orphans 
and a number of sustainable projects have been initiated, amongst them are poultry and 
goat rearing, vegetable growing and sewing. 
 
As always our amazing team on the ground has worked exceptionally hard to complete the 
projects and run The Butterfly Tree NGO in Zambia. Mupotola Siloka, the secretary, Presley 
Mulenga, Martin Mushabati, Rosemary Siloka, Veronica Mukuni and Stain Musengaila and 
the ten female representatives who oversee the orphan sponsorship program, have worked 
tirelessly to make the projects so successful. A special thanks to Chief Mukuni and several 
local hotels, lodges and tour operators who support our work. 
 
This year has been truly remarkable; we have achieved a great deal and without the hard 
word of The Butterfly Tree team in the UK none of this would have been possible. I am very 
grateful to Miranda de Freston, for making our website one to be proud of and my two sons 
Michael and David, who accompanied me to Zambia and have done their own fundraising 
events for the people of Mukuni. I would like to say a special thank you to the volunteers 
and fundraisers, in particular, Ann Sutton, Mary Luckman and Frank Maiolo, philanthropic 
traveler, who became our US representative. Also the many global volunteers, who have 
chosen to work with The Butterfly Tree in Mukuni Village. With your continued support,

WAY FORWARD 

 

The Butterfly Tree in both the UK and Zambia is run by a team of volunteers, dedicating 
their time freely to help with the administration and running of the charity and all of them 
are totally committed to making a difference. 
  
We have received a number of generous grants from JOAC, Saga Charitable Trust, BFSS, Just 
a Drop and ongoing sponsorship from Cunninghams, Gardiff, Karen Lytle and numerous 
other supporters from the UK, Europe, the US and Australia. I apologise for not being able to 
name everyone individually. This funding has enabled us to advance the health and 
education in many areas of need. Katapazi community has rapidly developed with the 
upgrading of their school, the restoration of the clinic and the addition of a male ward. 
 

This year we have concentrated on installing bore holes in schools and villages, six in total 
have been added, two of them with ΨǇƭŀȅ ǇǳƳǇǎΩ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ ŎƘƛƭŘren to pump the water as the 
play on the merry-go-round.  
  
Education remains one of our main priorities, with so many orphans it is crucial that we help 
these communities to avoid losing the next generation. Additional classrooms, feeding 
programs and orphan sponsors can improve on what we have already achieved. The 
forthcoming months will be spent encouraging the people to be become self-sustaining, 
introducing income generating activities through micro-financing, the profits can then be 
help with the running costs of schools and individuals. The Butterfly Tree pre-school has 
been successfully doing this for the past year. 
 
The Health Centres desperately need our continued support; the emphasis will be on 
HIV/AIDS and malaria programs, as well as funding treatment for children who have waited 
several years for operations. Mukuni clinic is greatly enhanced with The Butterfly Tree 
maternity wing fully operational. Katapazi clinic is much improved with the addition of a 
male ward. More remote villages need additional classes to enable them to upgrade. There 
are still a number of young children not attending school due to the vast distances. In the 
forthcoming year we shall be building seven classrooms, ǘƘǊŜŜ ǘŜŀŎƘŜǊǎΩ ƘƻǳǎŜǎ ŎƻƳǇƭŜǘŜ 
with pit-latrines, a new school for Mandandi and a pre-school for Machenje.

FUTURE OBJECTIVES 

 
Although we are expanding and funding has increased during the past twelve months, we 
will continue to work in the Mukuni Chiefdom for this coming year. The NGO team are 
working in over twenty villages and six schools, therefore we want to complete our projects 
and make them sustainable before moving to another area. This way we are making a real 
difference and have given hope to an entire community. 
 
The Butterfly Tree have had a considerable number of volunteers assisting at the school and 
the clinic, we aim to use this outside knowledge to the best advantage. Bringing in new skills 
and expertise is a great benefit to these rural communities and a unique experience for the 
volunteers.  
 
Too many people, especially children are unable to seek treatment due to lack of 
transportation costs to Livingstone Hospital, we will offer further assistance, making this 
one of the main priorities. Funds will be provided to buy bicycles for children in remote 
villages and we will source areas where children are unable to attend school.  
 
We aim to provide mosquito nets where there is a government shortfall and increase 
awareness using our charity song. We will also provide additional workshops for the 
HIV/AIDS program; these have proved to be invaluable. 
 
We pledge to continue supporting these vulnerable people. Our teams both in the UK and 
Zambia have done a remarkable job, we are all totally committed and our intention is to 
reach out to many more remote communities.
